VERSE 2 Shepherds, why this jubilee? (hand holds staff, other hand extends out, hands punch up) 
Why your joyous strains prolong?  (hands to side, hands/arms wave back & forth) 
What the gladsome tidings be, (hands to side, sway back & forth with hands out) 
Which inspire your heav'nly song? (hands cup mouth one at a time then hands/arms extend up) 

REPEAT CHORUS

then hand over eyes looking out) 

Him whose birth the angels sing.  (rock a baby then one hand at a time cups mouth) 
Come adore on bended knee, (beckon with one hand at a time) 
Christ the Lord,  (point to middle of each hand then point up) 
the newborn King.  (rock the baby then put on a crown)
